2.2 Font and style

All the text should be in 12 pt Times font or equivalent, unless otherwise specified.  Usage of Symbol font is allowed.

Title should be in 14 pt, bold, in capital case.  Leave a blank line followed by author data.  Author names should be typed in 12 pt, followed by a half-height blank line and the affiliation list in 11 pt italic font.  If more than one affiliation appears, use superscripted numbers for distinction.  See the example at the top of this template.  The speaker at the meeting must be specified by an underline.  
Body of text should be in 12 pt and justified with the first line indent of 6.3 mm.  Hyphenation is allowed if appropriate.
First level headings should follow a blank line and be left-aligned in 12 pt bold font with each initial letter capitalized.  Second level subheadings should be left-aligned in 12 pt and normal weight with each initial letter capitalized, following a half-height blank line and preceding a half-height blank line.  Usage of third level headings is discouraged, although they should be typed in 12 pt italic, followed by a dash at the beginning of a paragraph with no indentation.

2.3 Figures and Tables
Figures and tables should be included in the manuscript.  It is recommend​ed to place figures and tables in frames at the corners of the margin nearest to the first reference in the text.  Lettering should be legible.  The 10 pt or larger size is recommended.  

A caption to a figure should be typed below the figure.  A caption to a table should be typed above the figure.  Captions should be in 10.5 pt, bold, and left-aligned if it runs more than one line or centered if only one line.
Cite the figures and tables in the text with references such as “Fig. 1”, “Figs. 2(a)–2(b)”, and “Table 1”, etc.

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Place acknowledgements at the end of the text, before the references.
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
